‘To authorise payment and appropriation of
certain further sums from and out of the Consoli-
dated Fund of the Government of National Capi-
tal Territory of Delhi for the services of the fin-
ancial year 1994-95.

Be it enacted by the Legislative Assembly of
National Capital Territory of Delhi in the 45th
year of the Republic of India as follows:—

1. Short title.—This Act be called the Appro-
priation (No. 4) Act, 1994.

2. Issue of Rs. 15,07,00,000.—From a_  out
of the Consolidated Fund of the National Capital
Territory of Delhi, there may be paid and applied
sums not exceeding those specified in column (3)
of the schedule, amounting in the aggregate to the
sum of Rupees fifteen crores and seven lacs to-
wards defraying the several charges which will
come in the course of payment during the finan-
cial year 1994-95 in respect of the services speci-
fied iin column (2) of the Schedule.
